Troop 57 Uniforms

These rules were approved by the PLC regarding neckwear and uniforms:

At weekly troop meetings only, bolo’s may be worn in place of the troop 57 neckerchief provided that the bolo embodies a scouting related emblem or insignia. 

At all other functions requiring Class A uniforms, the official neckwear for members of troop 57 will be the white troop 57 neckerchief.  For dress occasions such as Courts of Honor, the 57 Days and Nights neckerchief or the Eagle neckerchief may be worn by those who have earned them.

Class A uniforms consist of:

Official BSA Scout khaki shirt with all insignia

Official BSA Scout pants or shorts

Official BSA Scout belt or Philmont belt

Official BSA Scout socks

Troop 57 neckwear (see above)

(optional) Scouting related/themed hat

No advancement, merit badges, or leadership office will be given to a scout not wearing a complete Class A uniform.
